NWEA Class Reports for Teachers
· Class Breakdown by RIT
An onscreen display of academic diversity that clusters students based on their subject-area test score. The report helps teachers readily identify groups of students for targeted instruction. 

· Class Breakdown by Goal
Displays academic diversity within a goal strand. By clicking on a student name or a score-range, a teacher can link to the appropriate pages in DesCartes for skills and concepts appropriate to that student's instructional level.
